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Welcome to this our first issue
of the EAAS Newsletter.

It is hoped to be able to continue with this every
month, and will be given out at the meetings. It
is meant as a review of what is visible for
observation during the month, and with the
attached star chart will enable you to find you
way about the night sky.

Firstly, have a look at the image of the sun
above, this is the big X-3 solar flare that erupted
on August 24th.

Although Mercury reaches greatest elongation
fram the eun_27° sact. as the month hegins_ it is
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greatest brilliancy in late September, and through
the eyepiece shows a thin crescent.

Mars is just becoming visible low in the morning
sky after conjunction with the sun on August
10th, but as September opens if rises only about
Y2 hour before the sun, but by month’s end this
will increase to about 1 V2 hours. However, the
planet is as dim as it ever gets and reaches
aphelion on September 21st.

In the morning Jupiter is now visible

rising in the east about an hour before dawn, in
Cancer. The waning crescent moon will be close
on the morning of September 4th. and would
mabke for a good photograph! During about the
first ten days of the month it will pass within
about 1° of M44 the Beehive Cluster,and after
